I1l. Legal Basis and Purpose of Data Processing

* Withdraw consent at any time without affecting the lawfulness of processing based on
consent before its withdrawal, if processing is based on Article 6(1)(a) or Article 9(2)(a) of the
GDPR.

VII. Conditions for Securing Personal Data

The controller declares that appropriate technical and organizational measures have been taken to
secure personal data.

Technical measures to secure data storage and personal data in digital form include antivirus and
firewalls. The controller declares that personal data is only accessible to authorized, verifiably trained
individuals. The controller affirms that no automated decision-making, including profiling, as defined
in Article 22, paragraphs 1 and 4 of the GDPR, takes place during the processing. The controller
further declares that personal data will be processed automatically through computers and computer
programs.
